   The Summer Shades summer reading program is an extension of the Williamsburg Christian Academy 
Middle School Department of Language Arts.  The goals and mission of the program are firmly tied to 
the  department’s mission statement. 

  The middle school summer reading program for the 2009/2010 school year will require the 

fulfillment of the following two essential components: 

 

Literature Component:  

Option A - Students will read one of two WCA screened and selected novels 

(see list) for their grade level and complete a downloadable multiple choice test. 

This test is due the first day of class for an English grade. 

 
Option B – Students will bring evidence that shows consistent and active 

participation in their local public library summer reading program. This evidence is 

due the first day of class to be evaluated for an English grade. 

 

Bible Component: 

Option A – Students will read a book of the Bible and record reflective thoughts 

in a dated journal three times a week throughout the summer. They may do this 

study independently, as a family devotional, or in small groups. Journals will be 

due the first day of Bible class for a Bible grade. 

 

 Option B - Students will bring evidence that shows participation in a church-

sponsored spiritual growth activity such as a summer mission trip, small group 

study, or Vacation Bible school. Evidence must be in written form such as a log of 

activities with personal reflection, journal, or notes from readings. This evidence is 

due the first day of Bible class for a Bible grade.
